Procedures and Expectations

1. Rules

a. Treat others with respect.


b. Be in your seat when class starts.


c. Be prepared for class.


d. Pay attention

2. Consequences

a. First offense– initials on board – lose that day’s citizenship point and stay after class.  Erase your initials when Mrs. Post dismisses you.

b. Second offense – checkmark next to initials – writing assignment to be completed for homework and turned in the next morning during tutorial (7:30-7:56).  You will earn a detention if you do not turn in the writing assignment.


c. Third offense – detention and/or sent to I.S.I.

3. Citizenship Points

*One free point for every day you are in class and keep your name off the board. (25 point maximum)
4. Bring the following with you to class every day.


a. covered textbook


b. agenda book


c. pencil (no pens!)


d. D.I.R.T. book

5. Manila Folder

a. Stays in the classroom.


b. Is distributed every day whether you are present or not.


c. Contains all hand-outs from while you were absent as well as spelling blanks and other items.

d. Is cleaned out at the end of each nine weeks.
6. Binder

a. Usually stays in the room but can be taken home to study or re-organize.  Must be with you for each class.

b. Come in during tutorial if necessary, to have Mrs. Post help you re-organize.

7. Lates/Tardies

a. 3 lates = detention


b. To avoid being late, be in your seat when class starts.


c. If you are late with a pass, quietly enter the room and show it to Mrs. Post right away.


d. If you are late without a pass, quietly enter the room and put your initials on the board.

8. Absences

a. You are responsible for all work during your absence.


b. During tutorial on your first day back after an absence, check the class absentee binder on the big file cabinet in front of Mrs. Post’s desk.


c. Make up missed spelling tests with Mrs. Post during tutorial.


d. Anything handed out during your absence should be waiting for you in your manila folder.


e. You have two days to hand in any work you missed.

9. Spelling Test Make-Ups

a. Spelling tests must be made up during tutorial.  Be in Mrs. Post’s room by 7:45.


b. For full credit, make up spelling tests by the date on the front board.

c. Spelling tests can be made up any time during the nine weeks for half credit.

10. Homework

a. Unless otherwise specified, homework is due the next class after it is assigned.


b. For full credit, please turn in homework before or when Mrs. Post collects it.


c. Late homework may be handed in until a to-be-announced due date at the end of the nine weeks for late credit.  The exception is spelling corrections which for any credit, must be completed correctly and turned in the day before the next spelling test.

d. To receive credit, all work must be complete and in pencil.


e. Study current spelling words for about five minutes each night.

11. Restroom Privileges

a. You must have your agenda book to leave class for any reason.


b. Only one student may be out of the room at a time.

b. Ask Mrs. Post for permission at an appropriate time and have her sign your agenda book.

c. Sign out on the podium.

d. Write your first name and the time you are leaving on the board.  Erase this when you return.

12. End of Class

a. Mrs. Post will dismiss the class if students are seated and silent, the classroom is clean, supplies are put away and desks are correctly located in straight rows.


b. Anyone with his/her initials on the board must stay to be dismissed after the rest of the class.
