I. Declarative Sentence

A. Makes a statement – ends with a period


B. Base word – “declare”


C. Can be true, false, fact, or opinion

II. Imperative Sentence

A. Gives a command - usually ends with a period, but a strong command can end with an exclamation mark


B. “important”


C. First word is usually a verb


D. Subject is always (you understood)

III. Interrogative Sentence

A. Asks a question – ends with a question mark


B. Base word – “interrogate”


C. Inverted word order often makes it tough to identify the subject.

IV. Exclamatory Sentence

A. Shows excitement or strong emotion – ends with exclamation mark


B. Base word – “exclaim”


C. Statements that begin with question words such as “how” or “what” are exclamatory.
