How to Succeed in English 7

(and school in general)


1.  Turn in assignments on time after rereading and checking them over.  Late assignments earn half credit.  Students can even have an adult look at completed assignments with them as the mistakes that most English 7 students make are careless errors.  Students should certainly listen carefully to the assignment directions and follow them closely, rereading them if written directions are available.

2.  Study spelling words for at least five minutes each night.  We have discussed in class different ways to study the words and students even have received a list of forty different methods for studying them.  Extra copies of this list are available in our classroom for students to keep at home.

3.  Take advantage of extra credit opportunities.  Students have the opportunity to earn up to three bonus points on each spelling test by completing an optional extra credit spelling story and handing it in on time.  Required spelling corrections must be handed in for students to receive any bonus points.

4.  Use the school agenda book as a resource to check each day before leaving school and before beginning work at home.

5.  Use tutorial time to come in and see Mrs. Post to clear up any questions regarding work, to complete work, to check work, to study spelling, to update the gradesheet, to organize the binder, etc.  Tutorial is from 7:30 until 7:56 and it is built into our school schedule especially for students to use it productively.  Free after school tutoring is also available on Tuesdays and Thursdays from 2:32 until 4:00.

6.  But most of all…

Attend school daily.  Work hard.  Be on time.  Follow directions.  Pay attention to what you are doing.  Use class time wisely.  Keep your binder organized and your gradesheet updated.  Stick with it.  Respect others.  Take responsibility for yourself.  Work hard and care about the quality of that work.
